GOAL: This workshop is part of a series of technical meetings, leading up to the International Conference on Software Engineering (ICSE), to be held in Shanghai in May 2006.   The purpose of this workshop is to bring together researchers and practitioners from the US, Europe, Australia, and China to seek opportunities for joint research and projects in the area of software process.

The presentations will cover topics that include software process modeling, process modeling languages and formalisms, reasoning about software processes, approaches to execution of software processes, application of process modeling and formalism to domains outside of software engineering, software process improvement approaches, software process improvement experiences, approaches to evaluation of software process capability and improvement.
