A PRE-ICSE 2006 WORKSHOP ON

TESTING AND ANALYSIS OF SOFTWARE

14 and 15 October 2004

Shanghai, China

GOAL:  This workshop is part of a series of technical meetings, leading up to the International Conference on Software Engineering (ICSE), to be held in Shanghai in May 2006.  The purpose of this workshop is to bring together researchers from the US, Europe, Australia, and China to seek opportunities for joint research in the area of testing and analysis of software systems.  

FORMAT:  The first day of the workshop will consist of four presentations of the state of research in the area of testing and analysis, with each presentation being given by a prominent researcher, and focusing on a somewhat different aspect of the area.   The morning of the second day will consist of short presentations of research, given by Chinese researchers.  The afternoon of the second day will be an open discussion of the relation among the topics presented, with an emphasis upon seeking ways in which joint research projects might be set up.

The presentations will cover topics such as (1)  analysis and testing of object oriented software, deployed software, event based systems such as GUIs and data bases, and pervasive computing systems, (2) finite state verification systems, (3) component metadata for software testing, (4) reliability modeling and estimation for component-based systems, and (5) approaches to regression testing.
